Andrei Sakharov (1921-1989) was a Russian physicist,
member of the Soviet Academy of Sciences, public
figure, and human rights activist.

In 1942, he graduated from the Physics Department
of Moscow State University with an honours degree in
defence extractive metallurgy. In 1945, he entered the
Physical Institute of the Soviet Academy of Sciences
(FIAN) to study for his Ph.D. Three years later, a special-
purpose research group was established in FIAN to
verify the calculations related to the development of
a hydrogen bomb. Andrei Sakharov joined that group.
The project was initially based on information received
from foreign scientists. However, Sakharov proposed a
fundamentally new design for a thermonuclear charge.
The first test of a hydrogen bomb took place on
12 August 1953. That October, Sakharov was
unanimously elected a member of the Academy of
Sciences.

An ‘improved’ hydrogen bomb, developed by the
same group, was tested in 1955. By that time, Sakharov
had already started to think about humanitarian
consequences of nuclear tests.

He published his first article on radioactive
consequences of thermonuclear blasts in 1958, calling
to stop the tests. In 1963, the USSR, the UK, and the
USA signed the Partial Test Ban Treaty.

Since the 1960s, Sakharov became deeply involved
in public activities. He spoke against the new law
that allowed for ‘a larger-scale persecution for beliefs
and information activity’. As a member of the Baikal
Committee, he fought to ban industrial activity on the
lake shore. In 1968, he wrote an essay ‘Reflections
on Progress, Peaceful Coexistence, and Intellectual
Freedom’. Since 1970, he was a member of the
Committee on Human Rights.

Andrei Sakharov was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize
in 1975.

Fyodor Dostoyevsky (1821-1881) was a Russian
writer, philosopher and publicist. Corresponding
member of the St. Petersburg Academy of Science
since 1877. The classic of world literature.

Fyodor Dostoyevsky wrote his first novel ‘Poor Folk’
in 1845. The book was warmly welcomed by Nikolay
Nekrasov and Vissarion Belinsky, the trend-setters in
literature in those years. Nekrasov called the novice
writer a ‘new Gogol’ and published his novel in the
‘St. Petersburg Collection’ almanac.

In 1849, the writer was arrested for reading in
public the banned ‘Letter to Gogol’ by Belinsky. He
was amnestied in 1856 after the coronation of Tsar
Alexander Il. Dostoevky wrote about his life in a prison
camp in Omsk in ‘Notes from the House of the Dead’.
This Russian novel became one of the first to tell about
katorga (hard work in prison) and the life of prisoners,
their daily routine and habits.

In the years to follow, the author wrote the
novel ‘The Insulted and the Injured’, story ‘A Nasty
Anecdote’, newspaper story ‘Winter Notes on Summer
Impressions’, and novella ‘Notes from Underground’.

In the 1860s, Dostoevsky published journals ‘Vremya’
and ‘Epoha’, which supported ‘Pochvennichestvo’, a
specific idea of Slavophilism, which attempted to find a
common platform in order to reconcile Westerners and
Slavophils. At that period, the writer frequently went
abroad, visiting Germany, France, England, Switzerland,
Italy, and Austria. During those travels he developed
a gambling addiction, which he later described in his
novel ‘The Gambler’.

In the 1860-80s, Fyodor Dostoyevsky wrote novels
that were later called his great five books, i.e. ‘Crime and
Punishment’, ‘The Idiot’, ‘Demons’, ‘The Adolescent’,
and ‘The Brothers Karamazov'. All of them, except ‘The
Adolescent’, were included in Top 100 Works in World
Literature by Norwegian Book Club, with the Norwegian
Nobel Institute.

Nikolay Nekrasov (1821-1878) was a Russian poet,
writer and publisher whose works have become classics
of Russian literature. Today’s readers know him as
the poet who paid the greatest attention to peasant
life - he was the first to raise the issue of serfdom and
explore the inner world of Russian peasants.

In 1840, Nekrasov published his first collection of
poems Dreams and Sounds, but neither readers nor
critics found it a success. Deeply upset by this failure in
poetry, Nekrasov decided to try his hand at prose. His
first stories and short novels were written in a realistic
style. Later, Nekrasov also created a series of satirical
works.

Beginning from the middle of the 1840s, Nekrasov
was deeply involved in publishing. He was engaged in
the publication of the Petersburg Collection anthology
which first presented Dostoyevsky’s novel Poor People.
At the end of 1846, Nekrasov became the editor of The
Contemporary magazine that discovered such talents
as Ivan Goncharov, Ivan Turgenev, Alexander Herzen,
Fyodor Dostoyevsky, and Mikhail Saltykov-Shchedrin.
Nekrasov was also one of the permanent authors
of the magazine, regularly issuing his poems, prose,
literary criticism, and journalistic articles. In 1866,
after The Contemporary was closed, Nekrasov started
contributing for the Notes of the Fatherland magazine.
Simultaneously, the poet was creating one of his major
works - the epic poem about peasants Who Lives Well
in Russia.

The author’s idea was to demonstrate Russian
peasants’ life from various perspectives. It took him
almost 14 years to complete this poem, but even this
period was not sufficient for Nekrasov to fully realise
his idea - he fell ill with a serious disease.

After Nekrasov died, thousands of people came to
pay tribute to his memory. This was the first time when
so many people rendered homage to a Russian writer.

The Nativity of the Virgin Bobrenev Monastery
is located in the village of Staroe Bobrenevo near
Kolomna in the Moscow Region.

According to the legend, it was founded at the end of
the 14th century by Grand Prince Dmitry Donskoy and
his war governor D. M. Bobrok-Volynsky on a vow after
the victory in the Battle of Kulikovo. Although there is
no documentary evidence of the time of construction,
archaeological evidence confirms the early dating of
the monastery. During the inspection of the modern
Nativity of the Virgin Cathedral, the foundations of an
ancient temple dating back to the second half of the
14th century were found. This allowed archaeologists to
assume that a temple was found in the laying of which
Dmitry Donskoy himself took part.

Two stone churches have survived to this day: the
cathedral in honour of the Nativity of the Virgin, built
in 1790 and significantly reconstructed in 1830, and the
church in honour of Our Lady of Saint Theodore (built
in 1861) with two side chapels: in honour of Our Lady of
Kazan and Saint David of Thessalonika.

Our Lady of Saint Theodore is among the most
venerated relics of the monastery.

Alexander Nevsky (1221-1263) was a military
leader who defeated the Teutonic Knights on frozen
Lake Peipus. He was also a distinguished diplomat
masterfully asserting national interests against the
Golden Horde Khan.

In 1240, the Swedes landed at the mouth of the
Neva River to march against Novgorod, and the
Livonian Knights besieged Pskov. Without waiting for
an assault from the Swedes, Alexander Nevsky with a
small detachment of Novgorod and Ladoga residents
advanced towards the Neva River and, catching the
Swedes off guard, decisively defeated their troops.
On 5 April 1242, Novgorod and Suzdal residents
vanquished the Livonian Order forces, thus destroying
the opportunity for the Western neighbours to advance
further to the East.

A memorial was erected in Pskov in 1993 to
commemorate the famous deed of the Grand Prince
Alexander Nevsky. The thirty-metre sculptural
composition made of bronze and granite and weighing
more than one and a half hundred tons embodies the
unity and valour of the nation in the fight against
enemies and the unity and integrity of the Russian
land that defended its independence from the Catholic
West.

Alexander Nevsky was also a far-sighted diplomat
who managed to make peace with the Golden Horde,
which enabled his successors to become strong and
establish the powerful Russian centralised state.

Cherepanov Steam Locomotive is the first steam
train built in Russia. It was constructed in 1834 by Yefim
and Miron Cherepanov (father and son), who worked as
engineers at the Vyisk factory.

In 1833, factory owners sent Miron Cherepanov to
England to learn advanced technology and modern
technological achievements in metallurgy. There, he
had an opportunity to see George Stephenson’s steam
locomotive, the world’s first one used in practice. It
was enough for Miron to have external inspection to
decide to build the first Russian steam locomotive
upon returning home.

The genius inventors did not simply reproduce the
English steam locomotive; they significantly improved
its technical characteristics: they modified steam
production by increasing the number of fire tubes and
added a reverse device thanks to which the steam
locomotive could change its direction and move
backwards. They also built the first Russian railway
connecting the Vyisk factory and the Mednorudnyansky
mine. In 1835, the Cherepanovs created the second,
more powerful, steam locomotive.

Despite their practical focus, Cherepanovs’ inventions
remained unrealised due to their excessively high cost
and lack of well-established timber production in the
railway area.

Nizhny Novgorod was founded in 1221 by Yury
Vsevolodovich, the Grand Prince of Vladimir, who was
the grandson of Prince Yury Dolgoruky, the founder
of Moscow. The fortress was built in an extremely
advantageous military and strategic place, i.e. on the
mountain dominating the confluence of two rivers -
Oka and Volga.

At the end of the 15th century, a stone kremlin was
erected in the city to become an outstanding example
of Russian fortification construction art. In the winter
of 1612, the kremlin walls became the starting point for
the militia troops headed by Kuzma Minin and Dmitry
Pozharsky to fight the Polish-Lithuanian invaders.

Following the capture of Kazan and Astrakhan by
Ivan the Terrible, Nizhny Novgorod became the centre
of all trading routes between the Russian state and
the East. Makaryevskaya Fair, the largest national fair,
appeared and operated in this city.

The 18th century was the period of the rise of Nizhny
Novgorod as an administrative centre. In 1714, it was
granted the status of a provincial city. This turning
into the ‘capital’ of a significant Russian region had a
favourable effect on the developments of all aspects
of the city’s life: industry, trade, education, medicine,
culture, sciences, and urban developments.

At the turn of the 18th and 19th centuries, Nizhny
Novgorod became a major academic and cultural centre
of the country. The importance of the city in terms of
trade also increased, when the Nizhny Novgorod fair
was built in 1822 to replace the burned-out complex
of the Makaryevskaya fair. The former was of an
exceptional importance in the history of Russian trade
and in the formation of the all-Russian market and
was one of the largest in the world. The biggest urban
construction and development transformation took
place in the 1830-1840s. Numerous public buildings
and private trading houses remain the main artistically
valuable architectural background of the historical
landscape of the city.

Today, Nizhny Novgorod is the centre of the Volga
Federal District, a million-plus city, and the fifth Russian
city by the number of inhabitants.

Kaluga was first mentioned in the charter of the
Lithuanian prince Olgerd in 1371. This year is considered
the founding date of the city. In 1389, it finally became
part of the Grand Duchy of Moscow. As a watch
outpost, a fortress city built on the Oka River, Kaluga
became an outpost of the Moscow state, an obstacle
to foreign raids from the south and west.

In 1740, the industrialist Evdokim Demidov laid the
dam and the ironworks. This year can be considered the
beginning of industrial production in Kaluga.

Being located at the crossroads of busy horse-drawn
roads and water ways, Kaluga reached the peak of its
development in the 18th-19th centuries, becoming a
large industrial and trade centre. However, following the
transition of the national fleet to steam engines, the
gradual shallowing of the Oka River and the termination
of river navigation on it, Kaluga found itself away from
active routes and turned into a country town.

The rapid construction of industrial facilities in
the city began during the years of the Soviet power.
Many flagships of the national mechanical engineering
appeared in Kaluga and launched their industrial
output. Almost all of them continue to be the city-
forming enterprises of Kaluga.

On 5 July 1944, the Kaluga Region was formed, and
the city of Kaluga became its administrative centre.

Back in 1698, after learning about silver ore deposits
found near the Kitat River, Peter | ordered the Tomsk
governor ‘to render all possible and diligent assistance
for the development of ore exploration and production
in the area of the tributaries of the Kiya River.’ This
was how the silver ore of Salair, the iron ore of
Gornaya Shoriya, and the gold of Kuznetsk Alatau were
discovered.

The 18th century was the starting point for the
industrial development of the Kuznetsk land. In 1721,
Mikhailo Volkov, a Cossack descendent, found a ‘burnt
mountain’ on the bank of the Tom River, becoming
the discoverer of Kuznetsk coal. Akinfiy Demidov, a
manufacturer from the Urals, was the first to show
interest in the development of Kuznetsk coal.

After the October 1917 Revolution, Kuzbass became
part of the West Siberian Territory and then, the
Novosibirsk Region. During the Great Patriotic War,
Kuzbass was the main supplier of coal and metal.

In 1943, for the purpose of increasing the production
of coal, metals and military products needed for the
front by Kuzbass enterprises, the Presidium of the
Supreme Soviet of the USSR issued a decree on
26 January with a decision to detach Kuzbass from
the Novosibirsk Region and to create the Kemerovo
Region in its territory. The city of Kemerovo became
the regional centre.

Today, Kuzbass is the most developed and densely
populated region of Western Siberia. The three corner
stones of this region’s economy are the coal mining,
metallurgical and chemical industries. Downhill ski
tourism is a new developing industry of Kuzbass.

In the Middle Ages, the Komi were chronicled as the
people of Perm, and the territory of their homeland was
Perm Vychegodskaya (the modern Komi Republic) and
Perm Velikaya (the Perm Territory).

Starting from the 16th century, the boundaries of the
Komi settlement were changed. The ethnic boundaries
of the Komi in the east were formed in the 18th century,
and those in the north - in the 19th century. Nowadays,
the Komi live in the Komi Republic, the Perm Territory,
the Kirov Region, the Nenets Autonomous Area of
the Arkhangelsk Region, on the Kola Peninsula, in the
Bolshezemelskaya Tundra, and in Western Siberia.

On 22 August 1921, the All-Russian Central Executive
Committee of the RSFSR adopted the decree ‘On the
Autonomous Region of Komi (Zyrian)’. In 1936, the Komi
Region was transformed into the Komi Autonomous
Soviet Socialist Republic. On 23 November 1990,
the Komi Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic was
transformed into the Komi Soviet Socialist Republic,
and in 1992, the Komi Republic was established. At
present, it is a national state entity in the Russian
Federation with about 130 nationalities and two state
languages - Russian and Komi.

The main attractions of the Komi Republic are
natural. There are 240 specially protected natural
areas in the republic. Two of them are the Yugyd Va
National Park and the Pechora-llych Nature Biosphere
Reserve of federal significance. Under the general name
Virgin Komi Forests, they became the first natural site
in Russia recognised by UNESCO as a World Heritage
Site. The Pechora-llyich Natural Biosphere Reserve is
also famous for the weathering rock formations on
the Manpupuner Plateau, one of the Seven Wonders
of Russia.

The Karachay-Cherkess Autonomous Region was
established on 12 January 1922. By the law of the
RSFSR, dated 3 July 1991, the region was transformed
into the Karachay-Cherkess Soviet Socialist Republic as
part of the RSFSR. In December 1992, it was renamed
into the Karachay-Cherkess Republic.

The republic is located in the foothills of the North-
Western Caucasus. Its administrative centre is the city
of Cherkessk.

Most of the territory of the republic is occupied by
mountains (about 80%). Mount Elbrus, the highest
peak of the Caucasus, is situated on the border with
Kabardino-Balkaria.

The republic is rich in water resources. There are
about 130 high mountain lakes of glacial origin and
many mountain waterfalls. Waters of 172 small and
large rivers flow through the republic’s territory. The
republic has built and operates the system of the Big
Stavropol Canal, which is a source of water supply for
the Stavropol Territory.

There are large reserves of medicinal mineral waters,
such as Narzan, and thermal springs.

On 25 May 2019, the Baltic Shipyard in St Petersburg
held a ceremony to mark the launch of the nuclear-
powered icebreaker Ural of Project 22220.

Unlike Arktika and Sibir, the other nuclear icebreakers
of Project 22220, the Ural, the second serial universal
nuclear icebreaker, was launched with the already
installed twin-reactor power plant and a steam turbine
RITM-200, a new generation reactor plant. Its technical
parameters make it possible to extend the endurance
of a nuclear icebreaker without recharging up to 7 years
or longer.

Universal nuclear-powered icebreakers of Project
22220 are designed for independent pilotage of ships,
leading convoys of vessels all year round in the Western
Arctic region, icebreaker escorting of vessels in
shallower areas of the Yenisei estuary and the Ob Bay
area, towing of ships and other floating facilities in ice
and ice-free waters, assisting in the navigation of ships
and performing rescue operations in ice conditions and
ice-free waters.

The unique dual-draft design of the vessels will
allow them to navigate both in Arctic waters and in the
estuaries of polar rivers. They are to play the central
role in the project for the implementation of year-round
navigation through the Northern Sea Route.

Engineering corps are special forces that carry out
the most complex engineering support tasks for joined
command operations, requiring special training and
the use of engineering equipment. They also inflict
casualties on the enemy through the use of engineering
munitions.

When preparing and carrying out joined command
operations, engineering corps perform the following
tasks: engineer reconnaissance of the enemy, terrain
and facilities; construction of fortifications and
field installations to deploy troops; construction of
engineering obstacles, including minefields, explosive
works, and non-explosive obstacles; demining of
terrain and facilities; preparation and maintenance of
troop movement routes; construction and maintenance
of water crossings, including bridges; water extraction
and treatment in field conditions, etc. In addition,
they are involved in countering enemy intelligence
and weapon guidance systems, imitating troops and
facilities, providing disinformation to deceive the
enemy and performing deceptive actions, as well as
dealing with the consequences of the enemy’s use of
weapons of mass destruction.

In peacetime, engineering corps perform a number
of socially important tasks: they clear the area of
explosive objects, participate in the elimination of the
consequences of man-made accidents and disasters,
natural disasters, prevent the destruction of bridges
and hydraulic structures during ice drift, etc.

Konstantin Tsiolkovsky (1857-1935) is a self-taught
scientist and one of the founding fathers of modern
astronautics. Neither poverty, nor hearing problems,
nor isolation from the domestic scientific community
could hinder his desire for the stars.

Being a weirdo and a dreamer, Tsiolkovsky devoted
all his efforts to science. He sent his first research
papers, Theory of Gases, The Mechanics of the
Animal Organism, and The Duration of the Radiation
of the Sun, to Saint Petersburg. The most prominent
scientists of that time (primarily Ivan Sechenov and
Alexander Stoletov) treated the self-taught youth
kindly. He was even invited to join the Russian Physico-
Chemical Society. Tsiolkovsky did not reply: he did not
have money to pay membership fees.

Tsiolkovsky’s main project at that time was airships
(the scientist decided to avoid the use of explosive
hydrogen by replacing it with hot air, and the tightening
system he developed allowed the ‘ship’ to maintain
constant lift at various flight heights). However,
Tsiolkovsky’s interest in flying above the ground faded
when he became interested in stars.

In 1903, Tsiolkovsky switched to work related to
space exploration. In his article Exploration of Outer
Space by Means of Rocket Devices he substantiated
for the first time ever that a rocket could become a
vehicle for successful space flights. The scientist also
developed the concept of a liquid-propellant rocket
engine. In particular, he determined the speed required
for the vehicle to enter the Solar System (the second
cosmic velocity). Tsiolkovsky dealt with many practical
issues of space that later formed the basis for Soviet
rocket engineering: he proposed options for rocket
control, cooling systems, the design of the nozzle and
the fuel supply system.

Yuri V. Nikulin (1921-1997) was awarded the titles of the People’s Artist
of the USSR, the Hero of Socialist Labour, and was the laureate of the
State Prize of the RSFSR.

In 19486, Nikulin joined the clownary studio at the Moscow Circus on
Tsvetnoy Boulevard. After graduation he worked as an assistant to the
famous clown Karandash for two years. As a clown, he performed with
his devoted partner Mikhail Shuidin and his wife Tatyana for many years.
Together they devised many funny and interesting clown reprises and
scenes often finding plots in the real life and focusing attention on funny
things.

In 1982, Yuri Nikulin became the general manager and artistic director
of the said circus.

Nikulin starred in more than 40 films. They are still admired by film
lovers of all generations: The Diamond Arm; Kidnapping, Caucasian Style;
Operation Y; Come Here, Mukhtar!; Twenty Days Without War, etc. It is
impossible to imagine either cinema or circus without Nikulin.

Yuri Nikulin was an actor of the epic genre. On the screen, he appeared
in eccentric and dramatic roles, yet he never impersonated mean or evil
men. Being funny people, his characters always evoked sympathy and
love.

For many years, Yuri Nikulin run the White Parrot TV show, where he
invited many famous people to share jokes and funny stories.

From 1992, Nikulin was the Chairman of the Board of the Peace
Foundation. In 1997, he established the Circus and Mercy Charitable
Foundation to help veterans and young circus performers.

The city
hosted orphanages and cultural institutions evacuated
from other parts of the country.

Industrial enterprises worked hard for the needs
of the front. They manufactured a broad range of
products: mortars, mines, shells, equipment for field
bakeries, etc.

The Krasny Keramik was one of the largest factories;
it produced steel items for the front. During the Great
Patriotic War, 79 residents of Borovichi working at this
factory were awarded for their heroic labour.

For the successful implementation of the state plan
for grain procurement and provision of food for the Red
Army during the war, orders were awarded to a group of
local communists, city leaders and heads of enterprises.

mass labour heroism and selfless commitment shown
by the city dwellers.

During the war vyears, Sverdlovsk-Yekaterinburg
became the major centre of the defence industry of
the Soviet Union. Local plants produced T-34 and T-60
tanks, self-propelled artillery weapons, armoured hulls
for various military vehicles, tank engines, turrets for
the Klim Voroshilov heavy tank, anti-aircraft mounts
and anti-tank guns, and the Katyusha rocket launchers.
Light industry factories supplied the Red Army with
soldier uniforms, footwear and food. For the selfless
and hard labour during the war years, orders and
medals were given to 12,900 residents of the city,
and government awards were given to 26 industrial
enterprises.

Moreover, Sverdlovsk was the only city, where the
unique collection of the Hermitage Museum was kept
during the war years. The Yekaterinburg Museum of
Fine Arts accepted 1.18 million items that had been
delivered to the Urals by two trains. It was only after
the war, in October 1945, when those exhibits returned
to Leningrad. Less than two weeks after the collection
was sent to the city on the Neva River, the Hermitage
held an exhibition. By doing so, the museum staff
showed that not a single item had been lost. In 1947,
the Hermitage gave over 200 survived exhibits to
Sverdlovsk as a sign of gratitude for preserving the
collection.

The city of lvanovo was assigned the honorary title
of the Russian Federation City of Labour Valour for
the significant contribution made by its citizens to the
Victory in the Great Patriotic War of 1941-1945, which
ensured uninterrupted output of military and non-
military goods by industrial enterprises, and for mass
labour heroism and selfless commitment shown by the
city dwellers.

During the Great Patriotic War, Ivanovo became
the main national textile centre. During the war years,
lvanovo textile industry workers manufactured around
90% of the total output of fabric in the country. The
lvanovo factories produced cotton wool, bandage
cloth, and fabric for military uniforms. Virtually every
service shirt for soldiers was sewn from Ivanovo fabrics.
Clothes makers produced large quantities of military
uniforms and underwear, and also camouflage robes.
Textile workers ensured the take-off of thousands of
airplanes by producing canvas cloth used to cover
their wings, provided entire armies with raincoats and
clothing, whereas Ivanovo clothes makers manufactured
a sufficient number of parachutes for airborne troops.
Workers of the Ivanovo Melanzh Factory produced
about 100 million meters of fabric for the front, which
was enough to dress over 12 million soldiers of the Red
Army.

Ivanovo mechanical engineering plants switched
to the output of shell bodies, air bombs, mines,
and grenades. Chemical workers began to produce
explosives. The Ivanovo wood processing plant
manufactured equipment for ski military units.
A new auto repair plant was commissioned in Ivanovo.
Thousands of trucks for the army and the national
economy were repaired in the shops of that plant.

The city of Omsk was assigned the honorary title of
the Russian Federation City of Labour Valour for the
significant contribution made by its citizens to the
Victory in the Great Patriotic War of 1941-1945, which
ensured uninterrupted output of military and non-
military goods by industrial enterprises, and for mass
labour heroism and selfless commitment shown by the
city dwellers.

The Great Patriotic War of 1941-1945 was a severe
test for Omsk citizens. The population faced a hard
challenge to host about 200 evacuated industrial
enterprises, 60 hospitals, dozens of educational
institutions, theatres, museums and hundred thousands
of refugees. It was necessary to provide people
with accommodation, food, firewood and relocated
enterprises with premises, construction materials,
and electricity. Buildings of medical and educational
institutions were used by industrial enterprises, and
accommodated military hospitals.

Patriotic rise of Omsk inhabitants was manifested in
the increase of labour efficiency at the factories and
plants and in overfulfilment of industrial programmes.
One of the typical slogans of that time said: ‘Each
Worker of the Rear Helps the Red Army’. People worked
in extreme and almost unbearable conditions. As
there were no ready factory buildings, machinery was
placed out in the open air. Despite the severe Siberian
frost, people manufactured military products working
on machines day and night. They mastered several
working professions in order to replace those who had
gone to the front. The workers fulfilled their job rates
200-500%.

Nizhny Novgorod was founded in 1221 by Yury
Vsevolodovich, the Grand Prince of Vladimir, who was
the grandson of Prince Yury Dolgoruky, the founder
of Moscow. The fortress was built in an extremely
advantageous military and strategic place, i.e. on the
mountain dominating the confluence of two rivers -
Oka and Volga.

At the end of the 15th century, a stone kremlin was
erected in the city to become an outstanding example
of Russian fortification construction art. In the winter
of 1612, the kremlin walls became the starting point for
the militia troops headed by Kuzma Minin and Dmitry
Pozharsky to fight the Polish-Lithuanian invaders.

Following the capture of Kazan and Astrakhan by
Ivan the Terrible, Nizhny Novgorod became the centre
of all trading routes between the Russian state and
the East. Makaryevskaya Fair, the largest national fair,
appeared and operated in this city.

The 18th century was the period of the rise of Nizhny
Novgorod as an administrative centre. In 1714, it was
granted the status of a provincial city. This turning
into the ‘capital’ of a significant Russian region had a
favourable effect on the developments of all aspects
of the city’s life: industry, trade, education, medicine,
culture, sciences, and urban developments.

At the turn of the 18th and 19th centuries, Nizhny
Novgorod became a major academic and cultural centre
of the country. The importance of the city in terms of
trade also increased, when the Nizhny Novgorod fair
was built in 1822 to replace the burned-out complex
of the Makaryevskaya fair. The former was of an
exceptional importance in the history of Russian trade
and in the formation of the all-Russian market and
was one of the largest in the world. The biggest urban
construction and development transformation took
place in the 1830-1840s. Numerous public buildings
and private trading houses remain the main artistically
valuable architectural background of the historical
landscape of the city.

Today, Nizhny Novgorod is the centre of the Volga
Federal District, a million-plus city, and the fifth Russian
city by the number of inhabitants.

The Karachay-Cherkess Autonomous Region was
established on 12 January 1922. By the law of the
RSFSR, dated 3 July 1991, the region was transformed
into the Karachay-Cherkess Soviet Socialist Republic as
part of the RSFSR. In December 1992, it was renamed
into the Karachay-Cherkess Republic.

The republic is located in the foothills of the North-
Western Caucasus. Its administrative centre is the city
of Cherkessk.

Most of the territory of the republic is occupied by
mountains (about 80%). Mount Elbrus, the highest
peak of the Caucasus, is situated on the border with
Kabardino-Balkaria.

The republic is rich in water resources. There are
about 130 high mountain lakes of glacial origin and
many mountain waterfalls. Waters of 172 small and
large rivers flow through the republic’s territory. The
republic has built and operates the system of the Big
Stavropol Canal, which is a source of water supply for
the Stavropol Territory.

There are large reserves of medicinal mineral waters,
such as Narzan, and thermal springs.
